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Abstract

The Islamic Revolution of Iran represents a pivotal turning point in the
country's contemporary history, one that not only transformed the
political structure and power system but also brought about profound
changes in the cultural, social, and value domains. Culture, as a core
pillar of governance, plays a decisive role in shaping development
policies and reproducing social capital. From UNESCO's perspective,
cultural policy-making lies at the heart of sustainable development;
therefore, assessing the effectiveness of cultural policies requires a
systematic, evidence-based, and realistic approach. Within this
framework, revisiting the cultural performance of the Islamic Republic
of Iran over more than four decades since the Revolution is a strategic
necessity for identifying institutional gaps, inefficiencies, and structural
challenges within the cultural policy system. Employing a descriptive—
analytical methodology and drawing on documentary and library-based
data, this research explores the obstacles and shortcomings that have
hindered the realization of the cultural objectives of the Islamic
Revolution. The findings reveal that institutional fragmentation, weak
systems for evaluating cultural performance, and the dominance of
political considerations over cultural decision-making are among the
most critical challenges limiting cultural dynamism and policy
effectiveness. Adopting a reform-oriented perspective, this study seeks
to provide a foundation for rethinking cultural governance models and
transforming structural threats into constructive opportunities for
advancement.

Purpose

The Islamic Revolution of Iran represents a critical turning point in the country's
contemporary history, fundamentally transforming political structures, power
relations, and cultural, social, and value systems. Unlike purely political
revolutions, the Islamic Revolution was intrinsically cultural and discursive,
aiming at reconstructing identity, meaning, and social order based on Islamic
values, independence, and social justice. This study seeks to critically assess the
performance of cultural policymaking and cultural governance in the Islamic
Republic of Iran since the 1979 Revolution, with the goal of diagnosing
institutional gaps, inefficiencies, and structural challenges that have constrained
the realization of the Revolution's cultural objectives.

Design/methodology/approach

The research adopts a theoretical-applied orientation using a descriptive—
analytical approach. Data were collected through documentary analysis, library
research, and systematic review of official policy documents, including national
development plans, resolutions of the Supreme Council of the Cultural
Revolution, and the Comprehensive Cultural Engineering Map of Iran. The
analytical framework draws on an institutional—discursive perspective and
applies Edgar Schein's three-level model of culture—basic assumptions, values
and norms, and cultural artifacts—to examine the interactions between cultural
meanings, institutional structures, and policy interventions.

Findings

The findings indicate that, despite Iran's rich ideological, civilizational, and
symbolic foundations, cultural policymaking faces a set of interrelated
challenges operating across multiple levels. At the discursive level, the
coexistence of multiple and sometimes conflicting official narratives—
including revolutionary, religious, national, and developmental discourses—has
produced ambiguity in cultural objectives and policy priorities. Furthermore, the
predominance of reactive approaches, often framed in terms of “cultural
invasion” or “soft warfare,” has constrained the development of proactive,
participatory, and generative cultural strategies. At the institutional level,
overlapping mandates, the excessive proliferation of cultural organizations, and
the absence of a unified coordination mechanism have resulted in fragmentation
and policy incoherence, while the lack of comprehensive performance
evaluation systems has reduced interventions to symbolic or declarative actions
rather than evidence-based practices. From a managerial perspective, short-
termism, frequent leadership changes, the politicization of cultural decision-
making, and limited reliance on data-driven research have undermined
institutional learning and the long-term sustainability of cultural programs. At
the social level, widening gaps between official cultural policies and the lived
experiences of society—particularly among younger generations shaped by
digital, networked, and globalized environments—have weakened social trust,
reduced cultural participation, and diminished the symbolic authority of formal
institutions.  Finally, in future-oriented terms, rapid technological
transformations, including the expansion of virtual spaces and artificial
intelligence, challenge traditional control-based governance models and

highlight the urgent need for adaptive, participatory, and enabling policy
frameworks capable of responding to dynamic societal and technological
changes.

Practical implications

The study highlights the necessity of a strategic transformation in cultural
governance, moving away from state-centered, prescriptive models toward
approaches that are society-based, network-oriented, and sensitive to future
developments. This transformation entails redefining the role of the state from
that of a direct cultural producer to a regulator and facilitator, streamlining
institutional structures and clarifying organizational mandates to reduce
fragmentation, and establishing data-driven performance evaluation systems to
support  evidence-based  decision-making.  Additionally, empowering
intermediary actors and civil society organizations is essential to foster
participation, innovation, and local ownership in cultural initiatives. Integrating
an Iranian—Islamic cultural theory as a guiding framework for policymaking
further ensures that governance reforms are contextually grounded and
culturally coherent. Collectively, these measures are crucial not only for
addressing existing challenges but also for transforming them into
developmental opportunities, thereby advancing sustainable cultural
development and supporting the long-term vision of an Islamic—Iranian
civilization.

Social implications

Strengthening adaptive and participatory cultural governance can enhance social
trust, civic engagement, and cultural legitimacy. By aligning state policies with
societal experiences and supporting grassroots cultural participation, Iran can
foster a more resilient and cohesive society capable of navigating generational,
technological, and cultural transformations.

Originality/value

This research provides a systematic, evidence-based diagnosis of Iran's cultural
governance pathology over four decades, highlighting the gap between
normative ideals and institutional realities. By integrating institutional,
discursive, managerial, social, and future-oriented perspectives, the study
proposes a holistic reform-oriented model of cultural governance grounded in
Iranian—Islamic identity. Its originality lies in moving beyond descriptive
analyses toward a strategic, actionable framework for improving cultural
policymaking, institutional design, and societal participation.
